Program Requirements

Academic Eligibility
Students and families are encouraged to use HomeLink on-line grade book to monitor student progress.  Access information is available from the school office.  A 2.7 GPA is required to take classes at ARC.  Students must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA. at GYCS.  Grades are monitored mid-semester and at the end of each semester.  Student below a 2.0 GPA and/or students who have an F grade in a required class will be placed on academic probation.  An academic probation contract will be signed at a meeting with the student, adult family member(s)/guardian(s), teachers, and the school principal.  The student will have one quarter (approximately 9 weeks) to improve his or her academic status.  If the student achieves a 2.0 or higher GPA and a passing grade in all core courses he or she will then be restored to satisfactory academic standing.  If the student does not achieve a 2.0 or higher GPA or does not pass all core courses he or she will be dismissed from Global Youth Charter High School.
Early Dismissal

Any student with early dismissal MUST maintain a 2.0 with NO D’s or F’s at the end of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Quarter Grading Periods.

If a student with early dismissal does not meet these academic expectations, he/she will be enrolled in a full-day schedule the following quarter. Early dismissal is a privilege for students to get out early to pursue other interests:  College class, job, internship, and community service.
Attendance SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
Daily school attendance is critical for student success.  By law, parents are obligated to send their child to school daily.  Parents are strongly encouraged to schedule medical appointments during non-school hours.  Absences from school will be excused for health reasons, family emergencies, and attendance at funeral services for a family member, appearance in court or observation of a religious holiday or ceremony.  Whenever possible, a student who is absent for a reason other than illness should attend at least the minimum school day. Students having more than 10 absences per semester (excused and/or unexcused) are in danger of receiving no credit as well as being disenrolled from Global Youth Charter School.  Please keep in mind that arriving to any class 15 minutes late will result in a truancy, which counts as an absence. 
Absences

If a student is going to be out of school for the day or part of the day, a parent must call the school the morning of the absence (916) 339-4680 (available 24 hours a day). Please state the student’s first and last name, grade and reason for the absence.  If contact has not been made, the student must bring a written note upon return to school.  The written excuse must be presented to the attendance office upon arrival at school following the absence. Failure to verify absences may result in a recorded day of truancy. After three days, unverified absences will be recorded as truant. For all classes missed, work must be made up to the satisfaction of the teachers.  
Early Departure

A student who needs to leave the campus early must be signed out in the Attendance Office by a parent, guardian, or responsible adult with a note from the student's parent or guardian.
Tardies and Attendance Accountability
Students are expected to attend school at GYC regularly and on time.  Coming to class after the bell rings is considered tardy.  If a student does not provide a note/pass from a staff member the tardy will be unexcused.  All students arriving to school late MUST go to the office before going to class.  The office will issue a tardy or excused slip to the student before attending class. THREE TARDIES TO THE SAME CLASS EQUALS ONE ABSENCE

GYCS students with 10 or more absences (EXCUSED OR UNEXCUSED) in a given class (per semester) are in danger of receiving NO CREDIT for that class.
Behavior

The responsibility for effective discipline in school is shared by the staff, families, and students. Behavior expectations are covered in this student handbook.  However, it is impossible to cover all types of situations that may occur throughout the school year. Therefore, verbal announcements may be made concerning items not listed in this student handbook. Students may be disciplined for inappropriate behavior though the behavior is not specifically covered by a written policy.
In order to maintain a safe and positive school environment, expectations for student behavior at GYC are high. Rules and regulations provide structure and limits so students may achieve their maximum potential.  A positive school environment is the goal of everyone. Teachers will handle minor disciplinary offenses within their classrooms through their classroom management strategies. Students who display poor behavior or commit repeated offenses will be referred to the school principal for disciplinary action.

Students are expected to:

· Follow all policies and procedures of GYC, Center Joint Unified School District and State Education Code.

· Listen and respond respectfully to all staff members and peers.

· Treat public and private property with respect.
A student may be dismissed from GYC immediately depending upon the severity of the offense. A student residing in the Center Joint Unified School District may be expelled from the district for violating California Education Code that carries a mandatory expulsion recommendation.
Student Discipline and Conduct 

The responsibility for effective discipline in our school is shared by the staff, parents, and students. Working together, we can provide an environment that is safe, orderly, and conducive to learning. The categories of misconduct and authorized disciplinary actions are detailed in this student handbook. However, it is impossible to cover all types of situations that may occur throughout the school year. Therefore, verbal announcements may be made concerning items not listed in this student handbook. Students may be disciplined for announced items or situations even though they are not specifically covered by a written policy.
Dress Code SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
The CUSD Board of Trustees and GYC staff believes proper dress and grooming is part of a positive educational experience.  School should be a place of learning and preparation for a successful future; therefore, the administration and staff of GYC support the following concepts regarding student dress: 
· Just as successful adults dress differently for work and for leisure, students should dress differently for school than for the mall, a party, or the ball park. 

· Undergarments shall remain covered by outerwear appropriate for an educational setting..

· The school must not be a showcase for enticing graphics that glorify money, sex, violence, drugs, weapons, and death.  

· Dress, hairstyle, makeup, jewelry, and other items which are distracting or interfere with the study habits of students in the class or school, or pose a health or safety risk to the students, shall not be acceptable.
If a teacher or staff member deems the student’s clothing inappropriate, then student will be sent to the office to change into clothes provided by the office to remedy the situation.  Students will return to class only upon meeting dress code standards.  While there is a certain amount of subjectivity in applying any dress code, it should be noted that the decisions of the administration at GYCS shall be final in dress code matters.
Check Out Procedures (Changing Schools)

A student who plans to transfer to another school must notify the Attendance Office in advance.  It is necessary for a parent to verify the transfer by calling or sending a note.  Prior to checking out, all textbooks and materials must be returned.  To do this, the student must attend school for a full day on their very last day.  This allows each of their teachers to give them a grade and to collect all textbooks and library books.  This clearance paper is necessary for them to enroll in their new school.
Closed Campus

To ensure student safety and supervision, GYC is a closed campus.  A closed campus means that once a student arrives on the school grounds, they must remain on campus until the end of the school day unless there is a note from the parent or guardian and permission from the school office staff.  Before leaving campus students must be signed out at the Attendance Office.  If a student leaves school grounds without permission, the student is considered truant and is subject to disciplinary action.  
Procedure for Handling Parent Complaints

Occasionally, a parent may have a concern with the actions or omission of an act by a member of the instructional staff. The concern may be actual or alleged. The concern may be with instructional materials or practices. In order to resolve the concern, the following procedure should be followed:

Step 1:
Complaints against school personnel should be made directly to the staff member involved. A meeting should be held to discuss the complaint and develop a satisfactory resolution.

Step 2: 
If the complaint is not resolved with the employee, the complaint shall be put in writing and given to the employee’s administrative supervisor or principal. A joint conference will then be held (depending upon the nature, separate conferences may be held).

Step 3:
If a resolution cannot be reached, the written complaint may be presented to the Superintendent. The supervisor (Step 2) shall also forward a written report and analysis of the situation. The Superintendent’s decision is final unless the complainant or employee requests a hearing before the Board of Trustees.

Step 4:
Board hearings are covered in Administration Regulation 1312.1.
Procedure for Student Complaints
A student who has a complaint, concern or problem should use the following procedure:

1. Discuss the complaint or concern with your teacher, a staff member, or counselor.

2. If the complaint or concern is not resolved, ask to meet with the principal or assistant principal. If the problem is an emergency, obtain the advice of a staff member or counselor immediately. 
Fire/Civil Defense
Fire and other safety drills are conducted on a monthly or bimonthly basis.  Students will follow procedures and teacher/staff instructions and directions during all drills.  Students will be instructed in drill procedures at the beginning of the year and throughout the year as needed.
Parent Conferences
To request a conference with their child's teacher or teachers, parents should contact the school at (916) 339-4680.  The office staff will relay the message to the teacher and/or team leader, and the parent will be contacted within 24 hours.
Printing

All printing will be done using a print card.  Print outs will be $0.10 per page.  The computer lab will be open for printing Monday through Friday, 7:30 to 7:45.    Each student will be issued a complementary $5.00 print card worth 50 single pages.  Students are encouraged to print wisely.  Once the print card is used additional print cards may be purchased.
Plagiarism/Cheating
Any attempt to obtain credit for work done by another is totally unacceptable at GYC.  This includes cheating on tests, copying work of others, giving your work to someone else for copying, copying word-for-word from published works (plagiarism), and similar activities.  
When a student participates in any form of academic dishonesty:

1. A zero will be assigned as a grade.

2. Parents will be notified by the teacher.

3. A 2nd offense in the same class will result in an “F” grade for the semester.
Cell Phones
Unless pre-approved by the teacher to use in the classroom for educational purposes, all cell phones MUST be put away before entering classroom.  Mr. Hughey going over school rules will be your 1st and only warning.  Students having cell phones out without prior approval will need to turn in phone to front office.  A 1st offense will result in the student having to pick up the phone in the office at the end of the day.  A 2nd offense will result in parent having to pick up phone.  A 3rd offense will include parent picking up phone and student sent home with parent.  A 4th offense will result in a formal suspension.  A 5th offense will result in being disenrolled from Global Youth. 
Cell phones may be used at break, lunch, and passing period.  CELL PHONES CANNOT BE USED INSIDE THE FOLLOWING BUILDINGS:  CLASSROOMS, OFFICE, CAFTERIA, GYM, and COMPUTER LAB WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL.
Finally, cell phones will be our new bathroom pass.  
Sexual Harassment Policy

The Center Joint Unified School District and GYC prohibit sexual harassment.  CJUSD Administrative Regulation 5145.7 states: Prohibited sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, unwelcome sexual advances, unwanted requests for sexual favors or other unwanted verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature made against another person of the same or opposite gender in the educational setting, when: 

1. Submission to the conduct is explicitly or implicitly made a term or condition of a student’s academic status or progress.

2. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by the student is used as the basis for academic decisions affecting the student.

3. The conduct has the purpose or effect of having a negative impact on the student’s academic performance, or of creating an intimidating, hostile or offensive educational environment.

4. Submission to or rejection of the conduct by the student is used as the basis for any decisions affecting the student regarding benefits and services, honors, programs, or activities available through any district program or activity.
Types of conduct which are prohibited in the district and may constitute sexual harassment include, but are not limited to: 

· Unwelcome leering, sexual flirtations, or proposition. 

· Unwelcome sexual slurs, epithets, threats, verbal abuse, derogatory comments, or sexually degrading descriptions. 

· Graphic verbal comments about an individual’s body, or an overly personal conversation. 

· Sexual jokes, stories, drawings, pictures, or gestures. 

· Spreading sexual rumors.

· Touching an individual’s body or clothes in a sexual way. 

· Cornering or blocking of normal movements. 

· Displaying sexually suggestive objects in the educational environment. 
Anyone who engages in sexual harassment will be subject to disciplinary action.  Students are encouraged to report any incidences of sexual harassment to school staff.  
Valuables at School

Students are advised to leave items of personal or monetary value at home.  Large quantities of cash should not be brought to school.  The school assumes no responsibility for loss, damage, or theft of such items.

Visitors
Parents and guardians and interested members of the community are encouraged to visit the school and observe the educational program.   All visitors are required to check in at the school office.

Course Descriptions/Catalog
English/Language Arts

English 9

The Freshman English course is designed to introduce students to a variety of reading/writing conventions within literature. During this course, we will write/analyze/critique poems, short stories, plays, and novels. In addition, throughout the year, the students will consistently work on grammar and vocabulary development. All lessons and assignments are based on the California State Standards.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
English 10

This course focuses on the historical and reading/writing conventions of World Literature. In this course, we will analyze and critique fiction/nonfictional speeches, poems, short stories, plays, and novels. In addition, throughout the year, the students will consistently work on grammar and vocabulary development. All lessons and assignments are based on the California State Standards.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
English 11

During this course, students will study American Humanities through the Pearson Literature book, novels, plays, and various short stories/narratives. Students will respond to literature through analytical written work and discussions. In addition, students will continuously work on vocabulary and grammar development. All lessons and assignments are based on state standards.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
English 12

This course is designed to reflect English college courses. Students will study British Literature through the Pearson Literature Book, novels, plays, and various poems/narratives. Students will respond to literature through analytical written work and class discussions. In addition, students will focus on writing various forms of essays, which they are expected to know in college. During the second semester of the year, students will focus on the Global Youth Senior Project. All lessons and assignments are based on state standards.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
History/Social Sciences
World History

This course examines the major turning points in the shaping of the Modern World from the late 18th century to the present. Topics include: the Enlightenment, the Industrial Revolution, Imperialism, WWI, WWII, the Holocaust and the post WWII world. The study of current world issues, their origins, and the growing interdependence of people and cultures throughout the world are a primary focus.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
US History

This course will introduce students to contemporary U.S. History. The focus is on the development of the U.S. from the Reconstruction Era to the present and traces the country’s development as an industrial world power. Topics include: the Progressive Period, WWI, Great Depression, New Deal, WWII, the Cold War and Vietnam, the Protest Years, the Civil Rights Movement and the Reagan Years to the Present.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Government

This course is designed to give a comprehensive account of both the structure and philosophy of each level of government: local, state, and national. Students will study political philosophy, U.S. Constitution, 3 branches of government, political parties, interest groups, mass media, state government and world politics.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Economics

This course is designed to focus on the growth, development and principles of the American economy. Students will study the fundamental economic concepts of scarcity and trade-offs, microeconomics, macroeconomics and international trade.  All students will additionally complete a business and a stock project.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Mathematics

Algebra 1

This course is the foundation for high school mathematics courses. It is the bridge from the concrete to the abstract study of mathematics. Topics include simplifying expressions, evaluating and solving equations and inequalities, and graphing linear and quadratic functions and relations. Real world applications are presented within the course content and a function's approach is emphasized.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Geometry

In this course, students will learn to identify and use relationships among angles, lines, and planes; know and use the effect of motion on figures in the coordinate plane and space including rotations, translations, and reflections; construct and judge a logical argument using inductive and deductive reasoning and geometric proofs; understand and prove basic theorems; prove congruence; solve problems involving perimeter, circumference, area, volume, and surface, and use geometric models to find the probability of events.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Algebra 2

This course extends the topics first seen in Algebra I and provides advanced skills in algebraic operations. Additionally, linear and quadratic functions and relations, conic sections, exponential and logarithmic functions, graphing, and sequences and series will be explored.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Pre-Calculus
Pre-calculus is a program of mathematical studies focusing on the development of the student’s ability to understand and apply the study of functions and advanced mathematics concepts to solve problems.  The course will include an in-depth study of polynomial, rational, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions. Emphasis is placed on active participation through modeling, independent activities, group activities, and communication in mathematics.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Sciences

Earth Science 

This course has been approved by the University of California as satisfying the college preparatory elective requirement (item “g”) which is part of the UC a-g college entrance requirements.

This course starts with coverage of the substances and processes common to our earth and ends with the complex geologic relationships that exist within the state of California.  An emphasis is placed on test preparation. Current technology and career topics will be included. Homework consisting of reading, writing, lab reports, etc. will be assigned. This course meets the physical science requirement for high school graduation. 

Prerequisite: Students must either have successfully passed with a grade of “C” or better or be concurrently enrolled in Pre-Algebra.
Biology 
This course has been approved by the University of California as satisfying the laboratory science requirement (item “d”) which is part of the UC a-g college entrance requirements.  

Biology is a high school laboratory science course consisting of a general survey of living organisms. This course starts with coverage of the substances and processes common to all living things and ends with the complex relationships that exist between organisms and the environment.  Current technology and career topics will be included. This course requires regular completion of text reading and assignment packets.  Class work features note-taking from direct lecture and laboratory activities.  Because of a laboratory environment with potentially hazardous materials, students with a history of unresolved behavior problems SHOULD NOT TAKE THIS CLASS.  This course also meets the life science requirement for high school graduation.  

Prerequisite: Students must either have successfully passed with a grade of “C” or better or be concurrently enrolled in Algebra 1.
Chemistry

This course has been approved by the University of California as satisfying the laboratory science requirement (item “d”) which is part of the UC a-g college entrance requirements. 

Chemistry is an introduction to the study of the properties and changes in matter. This course emphasizes topics such as: classification of matter, chemical shorthand, structure of atoms and compounds, the mole, chemical reactions, solids, liquids, and gases, electron configuration and basic quantum theory.  Students should be comfortable making simple mathematic computations and measurements. An emphasis is placed on lab work. Current technology and career topics will be included. Homework consisting of reading, problem sets, and lab reports will be assigned.  Because of a laboratory environment with potentially hazardous materials, students with a history of unresolved behavior problems SHOULD NOT TAKE THIS CLASS.

Prerequisite: Students must either have successfully passed with a grade of “C” or better or be concurrently enrolled in Geometry.
Physics
This course has pending approval by the University of California as satisfying the laboratory science requirement (item “d”) which is part of the UC a-g college entrance requirements. The application was just submitted, and full approval is anticipated during the school year.. 

Physics is a high school laboratory science course consisting of a general survey of matter and energy. This course is the foundation of chemistry, biology and all disciplines of science.  It includes a comprehensive overview of Newtonian and modern physics. This course seeks to build a conceptual base—for the science student as well as the non-science student.  Ultimately the goal of this course is to serve as a springboard for a greater involvement in physics. This course requires regular completion of text reading and assignment packets.  Class work features note-taking from direct lecture and laboratory projects.  Because of a laboratory environment with potentially hazardous materials, students with a history of unresolved behavior problems SHOULD NOT TAKE THIS CLASS.  This course also meets the physical science requirement for high school graduation.  
Prerequisite: Students must either have successfully passed with a grade of “C” or better or be concurrently enrolled in Geometry.
Electives
Art 1
Art 1 is based on the CA content standards for the visual arts.  This course introduces students to the fundamentals of drawing, painting and other two-dimensional media with an emphasis on composition and design, art history, art criticism and aesthetics. Prior experience in art is not necessary to enroll in this course. This course meets the graduation requirement and UC and CSU Visual and Performing Arts requirements.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Drama

During this course, students will receive a beginning understanding of the history of theatre through studying the various genres of theatre, and theatre terminology. The students will be introduced to theatre and the dramatic profession through lectures, reading influential plays, written projects, film, and most importantly, acting. All projects and assignments are based on state standards.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Leadership

Leadership is a one year elective course designed for students who want to get involved in the planning and implementation of Global Youth’s school-wide activities.  Through hands-on activities, leadership lessons and projects students will be learning the skills of project planning, problem solving, public speaking, interpersonal communication, team building, working collaboratively, critical thinking, goal setting and time management.  

Psychology

This course is a year long elective that covers core concepts in psychology beginning with the history of psychology through psychological disorders. The course also focuses on the use of the scientific method in research and the physiological basis for behavior. Topics covered in the first semester include history of psychology, human development, body and behavior and motivation. During the second semester the focus is on the brain and learning, personalities, and ends with disorders.  This course is UC/a-g approved.
Health 

The high school health class is a comprehensive semester-length course featuring lessons and activities that promote personal well-being through instruction within the following subjects:

· Personal Health 
· Consumer and Community Health
· Injury Prevention and Safety
· Alcohol, Tobacco, and other Drugs
· Nutrition
· Environmental Health
· Family Living
· Individual Growth and Development
· Communicable and Chronic Disease
Digital Media 

This course is an introduction to computer skills/digital media and their applications for drawing, design, graphics, photography, and videography. Students will work both in the computer lab and the classroom combining digital work with traditional materials. Class assignments explore the elements and principles of art while instructing students in the applications of photo editors and other software to transform drawings, photographs and other traditional media through manipulation, importing, scanning and printing. Students learn to capture and compose images with a digital camera and to develop compositional skills with a photographic eye. Students will also learn the history and development of photographic technology while exploring its importance in journalism, advertising, fine art, and commercial applications for possible career choice. Students will design and create digital web videos, publish a yearbook, and prepare event multimedia.  A multitude of disciplines are addressed including public speaking, script writing, storyboarding, photography, editing, and post production.  Digital Media provides an ideal project-based opportunity to demonstrate proficiency in all of the high school common core subjects. The goal of the course is to promote interdisciplinary critical thinking, collaboration, problem-solving, written and oral communication, and time management.

Participants will need a smart phone, USB “thumb” drive, and a personal computer, as a significant part of the coursework is to be completed at home.  The classroom will take on a “workshop” atmosphere in which students must effectively use class time to accomplish various project tasks.  Mature work habits and productive social behavior is a must.
Video Production

Video production involves a multitude of disciplines including: public speaking, script writing, storyboarding, photography, editing, and post production.  It provides an ideal project-based opportunity to demonstrate proficiency in all of the high school common core subjects. The goal of the course is to promote interdisciplinary critical thinking, collaboration, problem-solving, written and oral communication, and time management.

Students will be required to produce a multi-media slide show, stop motion animation, public service announcement, English or History project, and a commercial or mini documentary. Participants will need a smart phone, USB “thumb” drive, and a personal computer, as a significant part of the coursework is to be completed at home.  The classroom will take on a “workshop” atmosphere in which students must effectively use class time to accomplish various project tasks.  Mature work habits and productive social behavior is a must.
Electronics

This course outlines basics skills and techniques used in the electronics industry, including soldering, operation of a VOM, and reading schematic diagrams.  Topics to be reviewed during this semester course will be:

· Atomic Structure

· Alternating Current

· Power dissipation

· Series and Parallel Circuits

· Resistance and Ohm’s Law

· Capacitance

· Transformers

· Transistors 

Prerequisite: Students must either have successfully passed with a grade of “C” or better or be concurrently enrolled in Algebra.
